Q2 How should student select the subjects?

A2 The Programme places emphasis on developing students' problem-solving skills through inter-disciplinary approaches to conservation, and therefore recommends a
balanced subject selection from varied disciplines. Subjects can also be selected to suit personal needs, e.g., administrative and organization focused subjects for
government official positions, English subjects for international career building, or fieldwork focused subjects for field research jobs. internships are strongly encouraged,

Q3 After finishing CPNC, what kind of certificate can student get?
A3 The CPNC programme awards a certificate to students, upon their degree conferment. The Certificate can be useful in career advancement or job hunting.
