Frequent Q & A <in English>

Q1: For finishing CPNC, how many credits should student take?
Al: 15 credits (10 credits from lectures and 5 credits from practicals/internships)

Q2: How should student select the subjects?

A2: The Programme places emphasis on developing students' problem-solving skills
through inter-disciplinary approaches to conservation, and therefore recommends a
balanced subject selection from varied disciplines. Subjects can also be selected to suit
personal needs, e.g., administrative and organization focused subjects for government
official positions, English subjects for international career building, or fieldwork
focused subjects for field research jobs. internships are strongly encouraged, with
various support systems available to Programme students.

Q3: After finishing CPNC, what kind of certificate can student get?
A3: The CPNC programme awards a certificate to students, upon their degree
conferment. The Certificate can be useful in career advancement or job hunting.

Q4: Can | get support for the cost of the practicals?

A4: Basically, you will have to pay for it, but there may be cases where you do not have
to pay for it, such as when traveling by large bus. Please contact the faculty member in
charge of each subject directly by e-mail.

Ab5: There may be restrictions depending on the subject. Please contact the faculty
member in charge of each subject directly by e-mail.

Please contact a person in charge of your
degree program. (The office of Certificate Programme on Nature Conservation cannot
