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What' s the Certificate Programme on Nature Conservation KCPNC>?
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The Certificate Programme on Nature Conservation (CPNC) helps individuals find professional success in the field of nature
conservation by providing interdisciplinary knowledge that spans nature and culture as well as the international experience
needed for working at organizations in Japan and abroad.
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Earning the certificate: A certificate is awarded by the University of Tsukuba President to students who have completed
at least 10 credits of lectures and 5 credits of practical coursework and internship (15 credits total). In our annual
satisfaction survey, most of Japanese and international students answer that they are “satistied” with their programme
experience. Many alumni now work at such organizations as Japan’s Ministry of the Environment, Forestry Agency, the
World Wildlife Fund (WWF), and environment-related private companies.
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
