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Abstract: In the field of preservation and management of World Heritage sites, a situation that cultural sectors treat only cultural parts
and natural sectors treat only natural parts in World Heritage sites which have both cultural value and natural value is being reviewed,
and an idea that we should grasp both cultural and natural aspects of such like sites and manage them integrally, is getting stronger.
However, we must consider how we have recognized the nature before we implement the idea on the preservation and management
of the sites. As one of the clues to understand our recognition to the nature, the Law for the Preservation of Historic Sites, Places of
Scenic Beauty and Natural Monuments enforced in 1919 in Japan should be analyzed.

Not only historical sites showing traces of human beings’ activities but also the nature could be preserved by only this law. The nature
was preserved as the Places of Scenic Beauty and the Natural Monuments. This time, I analyzed the designation lists of the Places
of Scenic Beauty and the Natural Monuments before WWII in order to understand what kind of nature did Japanese people at that
time recognize as what they should preserve. The result shows that about 40% of Natural Monuments were designated under the
criterion for vegetation 1 [shrine forest, big tree, and so on] or some criteria including it, and about 40% of Places of Scenic Beauty

were designated under the criterion for Places of Scenic Beauty 1 [park and garden] or some criteria including it.
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
