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Abstract: UNESCO Global Geopark is one of the official programs which is operated by UNESCO since 2015 and now 127
areas are designated as Global Geopark. Geopark is a unified geographical area with a holistic concept of protection, education and
sustainable development and has a strong network which crosses over regions and countries. This research is to organize the
specificity of Geopark networking system through a comparative analysis on the establishment background between the UNESCO
conservation institutions; Geopark, World Heritage Convention and Biosphere reserve. As opposed to other UNESCO
conservation institutions, Geopark was originally established by an independent association called GGN and it was absorbed by
UNESCO. As a result, Geopark has preserved its independency on the points including the sources of funding as well as the
culture of sharing and applying each area activities via the networking system which improves activities both of individual

Geopark and the entire Geopark system.
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
